CAVEMEN?
 The head of the Philippine agency for national minorities, Manuel Elizalde, announced to the world in 1971 that a tribe of Stone Age people, never exposed to the modern civilization, had been discovered in the jungle.
Wearing loincloths made of orchid leaves, the Tasaday, as they were called, lived in caves, subsisting on insects, small aquatic life and wild fruits and vegetables. They did not farm and had no method for keeping time. They used no weapons and had no word for war.
The news excited scientists and journalists. A platform was built in the rain forest to help helicopters ferry observers in and out. The cavemen became media darlings. National Geographic devoted a cover story to the Tasaday, and NBC television offered Elizalde $50,000 to let them produce a documentary on the cave men.
It wasn't until 1986, when the Marcos regime fell, that a Swiss journalist revisited the mysterious people. He was shocked to find the cave dwellers living in huts, dressed in T-shirts and shorts. The journalist reported that they told him they had been instructed by Elizalde to pretend to be cavemen.

ROAD ACCIDENTS
Your chances of dying in a road accident double in France. For ever million vehicles, 300 people die on the French roads each year, compared to 140 in Britain. The carnage has been much reduced in the past two decades, but 8,000 deaths a year is still an awful lot of grief and suffering - the equivalent of 50 large plane crashes.

The French government has tought plans to halve the number of road deaths in five years. Their programme includes measures to discourage speeding, which is responsible for almost half the deaths on French roads. A draft law will be placed before the National Assembly next year which would impose a three-month driving ban and a £1,000 fine on anyone breaking the speed limit by more than 50kph. Any motorist convicted of the same offence within one year could even be jailed.
The proposed law also plans to send French motorists back to driving school. Young drivers will attend refresher courses after a year, and all drivers after 10 years. The courses will, among other things, focus on the two other most common causes of road deaths in France: drink driving and failure to fasten seat-belts.

RHINOCEROS LAKE
Humour is not something exclusive to any particular culture or profession. Just think of jokers and tricksters. These characters have always existed in all societies and in all fields of human activity. In the first part of the twentieth century, some famous jokes which took place in different parts of the world and in different settings were so successful that they became enduring misconceptions. A good instance of this is provided by Hugh Troy, a well known American artist who spent most of his life tricking people around him just for the fun of it.
One winter in the 1920s, while he was a student at Cornell University in Ithaca, N.Y., Troy got hold of an old wastepaper basket with a real rhinoceros foot as its base. He filled it with metal weights and tied 30 feet of rope to either side. Late one night he and a friend carried it out onto campus, suspended between them. Every few feet they would lower it into the snow, their own footprints so far away as to raise no suspicions.
The next morning someone noticed the prints and told the learned professors of his discovery. Excitedly, they followed the rhinoceros tracks. The trail led out onto the ice covering Beebe Lake, which connected to the school's source of drinking water. There the tracks ended in a gigantic hole. It is said that half the population of Cornell stopped drinking tap water for some time. Those who continued to drink it swore it tasted like rhinoceros.
